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2014 HIC/PIT Results Companion Document
Background Information










The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires counts of sheltered and unsheltered homeless persons for communities receiving funding through the Continuum of Care (CoC) Program. These are called Point-in-Time Counts (PIT), as they occur during one day in January. HUD also requires the annual completion of a Housing Inventory Count (HIC), which provides an overview of a community’s homeless program inventory. The HIC is completed on the same day as the PIT Count. This year, the Ohio BOSCOC held the count on January 28th, 2014. 
Collecting data on the numbers and characteristics of homeless individuals and families as well as homeless services capacity serves several purposes, including:

· Providing support for local planning efforts by identifying unmet needs and trends in size and characteristics of homeless populations

· Supplying guidance for development of more effective programming and services

· Raising awareness of homelessness

· Assisting with allocation of resources 

· Targeting interventions for certain homeless sub-populations

· Identifying community goals

· Assisting in measuring progress toward homelessness reduction goals
Purpose of This Document​

Key HIC and PIT Count Findings








Total Homelessness
· The Ohio Balance of State Continuum of Care counted 3,806 homeless individuals during the PIT count. This was a slight (1%) decrease from 2013. The Ohio BOSCOC has decreased overall homelessness by 26% since 2012.
Sheltered Homelessness 
· The Ohio BOSCOC counted 3,247 homeless individuals in emergency shelter, transitional housing, and safe havens during the 2014 PIT count. This was a slight (3%) increase from 2013, and may be partially attributed to community responses to the severely cold temperatures.  Many BOSCOC communities opened temporary warming shelters and overflow shelters and distributed extra hotel and motel vouchers to keep homeless individuals out of the cold. Despite this one-year increase, sheltered homelessness decreased by 22% since 2012.
Unsheltered Homelessness
· The Ohio BOSCOC reported 559 unsheltered homeless individuals during the 2014 Ohio BOSCOC PIT count. This was a 16% decrease from last year and a 40% decrease from 2012.  This drop in unsheltered homelessness may also be partially attributed to the severely cold temperatures on the PIT count date.

Family Homelessness

· 1,652 individuals in households with children were homeless during the 2014 PIT Count, making households with children 43% of the total homeless population.  This was a 8.58% decrease from 2013.
Chronic Homelessness
· The Ohio BOSCOC reported 282 chronically homeless individuals in the 2014 PIT Count. This is a 15% decrease from 2013 and a 47% decrease from 2012. This decrease can be partially attributed to the 765 permanent supportive housing beds added to the inventory over the past two years.
Veteran Homelessness

· The Ohio BOSCOC counted 210 Veterans during the 2014 PIT count date. This number has remained relatively static over the past two years, with 225 reported in 2012 and 227 reported in 2013.
Permanent Supportive Housing

· The Ohio BOSCOC had 2,647 permanent supportive housing beds on the PIT Count date.  This was an increase from 2,327 beds in 2013 and 2,071 beds in 2012.  Additionally, the Ohio BOSCOC increased the number of these beds dedicated to the chronic homeless from 263 in 2013 to 288 in 2014.  HUD will be scoring applications based upon the CoC’s ability to increase the number of permanent supportive housing beds dedicated and prioritized for the chronic homeless.

The Ohio BOSCOC PIT Count 2014 excel document presents the PIT Count information in several ways in multiple worksheets, as detailed below:

1. BOSCOC PIT Summary: Homeless Populations Summary for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet presents a summary of PIT Count and demographic information. 
2. BOSCOC PIT Subpopulations: Subpopulations Summary for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet presents subpopulation information for all sheltered and unsheltered homeless counted during the PIT Count. Subpopulations include chronically homeless individuals and families, adults with serious mental illness, substance use disorders, HIV/AIDS, and victims of domestic violence.
3. BOSCOC PIT Veterans Summary: Veterans Summary for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet presents summary and demographic information for all sheltered and unsheltered homeless veterans counted in the PIT Count. 
4. Regional Summary Detail – The Regional Summary Detail shows both local and regional data on the number of households, individuals, and age groups of individuals counted divided by household type for both the sheltered and unsheltered homeless.

5. Regional Demographic Detail: Regional Demographic Summary Detail for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet presents detailed summary and demographic information by household type for all individuals counted during the PIT Count.
6. Regional Subpopulation Detail: Regional Subpopulation Detail for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet provides detailed subpopulations data at both the local and regional level. 

7. Regional Veteran Detail: Regional Veteran Summary Detail for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet provides detailed homeless veterans data at both the local and regional level.

8. Region Totals: Regional Homeless Totals for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet provides a  regional snapshot of the number of sheltered, unsheltered, and total homeless on the PIT count date.

9. BOSCOC PIT Summary Comparison: Homeless Populations Comparisons for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet compares 2012, 2013, and 2014 PIT count data, looking at changes in sheltered and unsheltered homelessness overall, as well as changes by project type. 
10. BOSCOC Subpopulation Comparison: Homeless Subpopulations Comparisons for Ohio Balance of State CoC - This worksheet compares 2012, 2013, and 2014 homeless subpopulations data. 

11. BOSCOC Veteran Comparison: Veterans Comparisons for Ohio Balance of State CoC – This worksheet compares annual totals on veteran information available from the 2012, 2013, and 2014 PIT counts. Since this is the first year this level of detail has been made available, there is no further analysis.  

12. Graphical Representation – This workbook presents Ohio BOSCOC PIT Count data in several graphs and charts. These include:

a. Homeless Individuals by Location – this chart shows where homeless individuals were reported to be on the PIT count date. 

b. Homeless Individuals by Household Type – this chart shows the percentage of homeless households with children, without children, and with only children, both sheltered and unsheltered.
c. Homeless Individuals by Age Group – this chart breaks down the age group of all homeless individuals, both sheltered and unsheltered.

d. Sheltered vs. Unsheltered Homeless – this chart illustrates the percentage of individuals who were sheltered or unsheltered.

e. Chronic Homelessness – this chart shows the percentage of the total homeless population that was chronically homeless.

f. Total Chronic Homelessness – this graph shows the decline in chronic homelessness over the past 2 years.

g. Veteran Homelessness – this chart shows the percentage of homeless individuals who were reported to be veterans.

h. Total Veteran Homelessness – this graph illustrates the total number of veterans counted over the past 3 years.

i. Ohio BOSCOC Total Homelessness – this graph compares sheltered, unsheltered, and total homelessness over the past 3 years.
j. 2014 PIT Count by Region – this graph compares sheltered, unsheltered, and total homelessness by region for the 2014 PIT count.

k. Regional Contribution to Total Homelessness – this graph compares total homelessness by region.

The Housing Inventory Count 2014 excel document presents the HIC information in several ways in multiple worksheets, as detailed below:
1. BOSCOC HIC Summary: Ohio Balance of State CoC Housing Inventory Chart Summary – This worksheet presents a summary of the HIC and includes the entire BOSCOC.
2. BOSCOC ES HIC: Ohio Balance of State CoC Inventory of Emergency Shelters – This worksheet is a comprehensive listing of all emergency shelter projects and beds in the Ohio BOSCOC arranged alphabetically by county.

3. BOSCOC TH HIC: Ohio Balance of State CoC Inventory of Transitional Housing – This worksheet is a comprehensive listing of all transitional housing projects and beds in the Ohio BOSCOC arranged alphabetically by county.

4. BOSCOC PSH HIC: Ohio Balance of State CoC Inventory of Permanent Supportive Housing – This worksheet is a comprehensive listing of all permanent supportive housing projects and beds in the Ohio BOSCOC arranged alphabetically by county.

5. BOSCOC RRH HIC: Ohio Balance of State CoC Inventory of Rapid Rehousing – This worksheet is a comprehensive listing of all rapid rehousing projects with beds in use during the 2014 PIT Count in the Ohio BOSCOC, arranged alphabetically by county.

6. BOSCOC SH HIC: Ohio Balance of State CoC Inventory of Safe Haven – This worksheet is a comprehensive listing of all safe haven beds in the Ohio BOSCOC arranged alphabetically by county.

7. BOSCOC HIC by Region: Ohio Balance of State CoC Housing Inventory Chart by Region – This worksheet organizes all BOSCOC projects and beds reported on the HIC by region. It provides a brief summary, highlighted in blue, of the total number of beds for each project type and the total of all beds for the region.
8. BOSCOC HIC Summary by Region: Ohio Balance of State CoC Housing Inventory Chart Summary by Region – This worksheet provides a snapshot of the total number of beds for each project type and the total of all beds for each region.

9. Graphical Representation - This workbook presents Ohio BOSCOC HIC data in several graphs and charts. These include:

a. Ohio BOSCOC Location at PIT by Program Type – This chart illustrates the location of all individuals in all Ohio BOSCOC beds on the PIT Count date, regardless of their homeless status.

b. Ohio BOSCOC Beds by Program Type – This chart presents the number of year round beds available on the PIT Count date.

c. Ohio BOSCOC Emergency Shelter Beds by Household Type – This chart breaks the total number of year round emergency shelter beds into households with, without, and with only children.
d. Ohio BOSCOC Emergency Shelter Beds by Subpopulation – This chart examines the total number of year round beds targeted to specific populations or to the general homeless population. 
e. Ohio BOSCOC Transitional Housing Beds by Household Type – This chart breaks the total number of transitional housing beds into households with, without, and with only children.

f. Ohio BOSCOC Transitional Housing Beds by Subpopulation – This chart examines the total number of transitional housing beds targeted to specific populations or to the general homeless population. 

g. Ohio BOSCOC Permanent Supportive Housing Beds by Household Type – This chart breaks the total number of permanent supportive housing beds into households with, without, and with only children.

h. Ohio BOSCOC Permanent Supportive Housing Beds by Subpopulation – This chart examines the total number of permanent supportive housing beds targeted to specific populations or to the general homeless population. 

i. Ohio BOSCOC Beds per Region – This graph looks at the number of emergency shelter, transitional housing, rapid rehousing, permanent supportive housing, and safe haven beds attributed to each specific region.  This graph does not include the Rapid Rehousing Demonstration Project.
Conclusion












Overall, the Ohio BOSCOC continues to see downward trends and/or insignificant increases in the number of homeless individuals in our Continuum of Care.  This indicates a general positive progression towards our goal of ending homelessness in our communities. Please note that it is the intention of the Ohio BOSCOC that homeless planning regions will utilize these documents and the HIC/PIT process to evaluate and make adjustments to local/regional plans to end homelessness and to improve systems’ performance through the regional centralized/coordinated intake.
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
